Club Rules and Information

1.  Lock the gate after entering and leaving the facility. Exceptions:

     Saturdays/Sundays when club officers are monitoring new member

     arrivals; scheduled workdays; and when pistol/rifle/sheet/trap

     matches are conducted (due to the public’s participation)

2.  Do not give anyone the combination or keys to any locks.

3.  No alcohol is allowed on this facility.

4.  Badges must be worn and visible at all times.

5.  All weapon actions must be open when not shooting. Do

     not load weapon until in the firing position.

6.  Eye protection and ear protection are required at all times,

     on all ranges, even by spectators.

7.  Firing weapons at unauthorized club assets will get you

     Expelled from this facility permanently.

8.  A member may bring two guests (if directly supervised). The

     guest can not shoot at the same time as the member supervising 

     them. The member is responsible for the actions of their guests.

9.   Pick up all trash/debris and shotgun shells prior to leaving the

      range; to include removal of all targets (cans,cardboard,etc).

10. Use no shot larger than size 71/2 on the skeet and trap ranges.

11. Skeet, trap and s stand cost $2.00 per 25 shots fired.

12. Do not touch anyone’s weapon without permission.

13. The pattern board is for shotgun use only and no shot size

       larger than 71/2 lead shot.

14. All deposits in the safe, including checks,  must be placed into

      a properly filled out envelope with name, badge#, purpose, date

      and dollar amount.

15.  All bullets must impact the berms directly.

16. Do not shoot at vertical or horizontal target frames.

17. Do not shoot at anything on the ground or on top of the berms.

18. Do not shoot at any glass products.

19. Do not place live ammunition on the ground or in trash containers.

20. Do not shoot in front of the shooting line when other shooters are

      present. You may shoot in front of the shooting positions if you are

    the only shooter on that range.

21. Shoot “straight on” to the berm. Don’t shoot across other shooting

      positions.

22. Do not go downrange without clearing weapons and communicating

      (“range is cold”) your intentions with all shooters.

23. Do not handle weapons for any reason when people are downrange

      (“range is cold”)

24. When shooting black powder weapons, shoot downwind of other

       shooters.

25. Automatic weapons may be fired on the range with a class 3 license

      and a club officer observing only. No silencers authorized.

26. Do not shoot at any wildlife.

27. Each member is responsible for monitoring and enforcing range

       safety rules.
